In order to become a CAP Pilot or to stay current as a CAP Pilot, you must follow the steps below:





1.	Have a current membership card and have completed current Level 1 Training.





2.	CAP Members shall wear an appropriate CAP uniform when participating in CAP flight activities.





3.	Obtain a copy of the regulation CAPR 60-1 and changes available on the Internet.  A check ride package is available in flight ops. You can also take the Form 5 written interactively on the Internet.  Read and understand the regulations and take the test before your Form 5 check ride.





Fill out the following forms contained in package:





Pilot Data Summary Sheet – obtain from wing/squadron.


CAP Form 5 - fill out all pertinent blanks just before checkout.


Statement of Understanding.


Questionnaire on Civil Air Patrol Aircraft.





The following records (original and copy where stated) will be filed with Flight OPS, per CAPR 60-1 page 6, Para. 2-9. Records will be maintained at wing headquarters:





Civil Air Patrol Membership Card. (Copy)


FAA Pilot Certificate. (Copy of front and back)

Completed aircraft questionnaire.

Current CAPF 91, CAP Mission Pilot Checkout


Signed Statement of Understanding (attachment 1). The Statement of Understanding does not need to be accomplished on an annual basis.


Current designation as a cadet orientation pilot, check pilot, instructor pilot and mission pilot.


Certificate indication successful completion of the National Check Pilot Standardization Course. (Copy)


Last page of your logbook. (Copy)





Make arrangements with a Flight Operations Officer to schedule a check ride with a CAP Check Pilot. You also need to find out the exact aircraft that you will be checked out in, i.e. C-172 or C-206, etc.  For initial checkouts, you have to have a CAPF5 and Aircraft Questionnaire on Civil Air Patrol Aircraft in each type of plane; i.e., C-172, C-206, etc in order to qualify. After initial checkout, only one check ride is required on an annual basis (CAPF5).





7.	Check rides can be done at Flight Clinics where CAP will often cover the aircraft expense (A7 mission symbol).  Otherwise, you must pay the fuel and maintenance fee at the current rate. Check with Flight OPS for the current rate.





8.	Just before the check ride, make sure that you have obtained the information about flying the plane assigned to Wing and that you understand the procedures.  A thorough understanding of flight release procedures is required.  Always feel free to ask if you have any questions.





Ensure the Check Pilot dates and signs the CAPF 5 of each type of aircraft qualified on. Make two (2) copies of the originals after the check ride and send the originals to the your Wing Director of Operations (original paper work), your squadron records, if required (copy) and a copy for yourself.  �


Remember, it is the pilot’s responsibility to know and thoroughly understand the regulations.  Please ask if you have questions.�


Once you’ve satisfactorily passed the CAPF 5, you need to fill out a CAPF 2a (new pilots) to request your CAP aeronautical rating.  Once this is approved, you’re authorized to wear CAP Pilot wings on your uniform.
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
