Night orientation is for familiarization only and required only at the discretion of wing commanders or higher. Pilots are evaluated on their ability to satisfactorily perform the tasks assigned, knowledge of procedures, smoothness, judgment, and mastery of the aircraft. Failure to meet the standards of performance for any task performed will result in an unsatisfactory evaluation. Tolerances specified in the appropriate FAA Practical Test Standards represent the minimum performance expected in good flying conditions.  Individuals holding an instrument rating or ATP certificate are required to demonstrate instrument proficiency on a CAPF 5 flight check or be restricted from exercising instrument privileges on CAP flight activities.
